Once again, the award will be presented to an individual in the New Jersey early care and education community who exemplifies one or more of the following characteristics: 

•Influenced, advanced, or contributed to the field of early care and education. 

•Holds, or has held, a leadership position in the New Jersey child care and early education community. 

•Supports and strengthens efforts to expand and enhance child care and early education programs and services for families as needed. 

•Promotes linkages among individuals, agencies, organizations, and government bodies on behalf of children and families in New Jersey. 

Individuals and organizations may submit nominations and the individual’s resume; equal weight will be given to each nomination, whether from an individual or an organization. Nominees will remain eligible for three years.

This year’s Aletha R. Wright Award for Excellence in Early Care and Education will be presented by the New Jersey Early Care and Education Alliance at the Aletha R. Wright Legacy Symposium on May 26, 2016, at the Mercer Oaks Clubhouse, Princeton Junction, New Jersey 08550.

She later became assistant director in the Division of Family Development and worked in the Office of Policy and Planning in the Governor’s Office. In 1993, Aletha was elected to the Camden County Board of Chosen Freeholders.
